Who can apply

Children born between 1 September 2021 and 31 August 2022 are due to start primary school
in September 2026.

How to apply

You can apply from 1 November 2025. The deadline to apply is 15 January 2026.

» Applications submitted after the deadline

We send out letters reminding parents to apply at the end of October. You can still apply if you
do not get a letter.

We recommend choosing five schools to give your child the best chance of getting a place at a
school you prefer.
